Introduction and Surveys: These assignments include an individual presentation to the class and completing
several surveys related to culture and spirituality topics.

Mastery Quizzes of multiple choice, matching, and true false questions are included for modules 1 and 2 and
cover the main points of the modules.

Two reflections for modules 1 and 2 are included as students reflect on their learning.

Three case studies are included where students apply the content in each of the modules. An alternative
assignment will be developing an educational product that could be used in a clinical setting, like a brochure
with tips on culture or spirituality in patient care.

An interdisciplinary panel will convene in Zoom online by will be recorded for students who cannot attend in
real time. Students are required to submit an example question to be asked of the panel and then to write a
reflection of the watching the panel.

A summary presentation is required of the main elements of the course.
