This laboratory course focuses on the application of skills and resources needed for pharmacists to guide patients’
self-care health and wellness behaviors.

Examinations, RATs and CATs may consist of, but not limited to, multiple-choice,
true/false, fill in the blank, short-answer, essay, and problem-based questions.

During the time the course is in progress, students whose cumulative course percentage falls below 70.0% may
receive an academic alert and be subject to periodic course content review in special sessions with the course
instructor(s). The student’s faculty advisor may receive an academic alert to act upon on the student’s behalf.

All examinations, tests, and assignments, including the final examination, may be cumulative. Students are
responsible for material presented during the prior courses. The grading scale for all graded material is below.
The final course grade will be assigned according to the calculated percentage and the percentages will not be
rounded upward or downward.
