Course Objectives:  Biology 1307 is the second of two courses designed to help understand the 
scientific study of life at the organismal, population, and community levels, including form, 
function, reproduction, taxonomy, systematics, ecology, and evolutionary history of biodiversity.

• To define biology, comprehend and apply the scientific process. 
• To describe and understand the concept of evolution as genetic change in a population 

over time. To show how evolution is a unifying theme in biology. 
• To describe the concept of phylogeny and apply it to prokaryotes, protists, plants, fungi, 

and animals. 
• To describe and understand vertebrate anatomy and physiology. 
• To describe and understand the ecology of population, communities, ecosystems, and the 

biosphere. Understand the role of humans in the ecology of the biosphere. 
• To understand the significance of biology to you and your life and apply the knowledge 

acquired to making educated decisions as a member of society.

All your course grades will be in Canvas so that you can view your current course grade anytime. 
Please be aware that I cannot give you EXTRA CREDIT or WORK at the end of the semester. 
Your average shown in Canvas will determine your final grade in the course. 
At the end of the semester, grades will be calculated in Canvas according to the syllabus. If your 
average is within 0.5 points of the following letter grade, I will round it up automatically (see 
grade scale above). The only other adjustment that will be made is if the final percentage is 
WITHIN ONE POINT of the following letter grade (and NO more), and the student has missed 
THREE OR FEWER LECTURES, TWO or FEWER WEEKLY QUIZZES and has a 
CLASS PARTICIPATION GRADE OF 80% or HIGHER. If you meet these criteria, I will 
round up to the next letter grade. (Mitigating circumstances will be considered at the 
discretion of the instructor). 
 
Exam policy: There will be four exams during the semester. The first three are regular exams 
consisting of approximately 50 questions (2pt each), while the fourth will be a comprehensive 
final of roughly 100 questions (1.5pt each). All exams will be multiple-choice questions. The 
comprehensive exam will contain new and old content (terminology seen on all old exams). 
Most questions will be taken from the lecture content. All exams will be in-person and require 
a clicker device (NXT or QT2 models). Be warned that I typically DO NOT curve exams, so 
don’t bother to ask! 
 



Make-up Exams: If you cannot take an exam when scheduled due to unforeseen illnesses, 
deaths in the family, or other traumatic events, contact me within 24 hours of the event to 
schedule a make-up exam. Please provide documentation (letters from family are NOT 
acceptable) of the events that may conflict with exam dates. I will work with you to schedule a 
makeup exam.  
 
If you cannot take an exam as scheduled for some non-emergency issue, you must inform me 
well in ADVANCE. Students who fail to make timely arrangements will most likely receive a 
grade of “0” for the exam missed. 
  
Quizzes: There will be at least seven quizzes during the semester (potentially as many as 14). 
There will be individual and group quizzes this semester. There will be both in-class and online 
(posted on CANVAS) quizzes for you to complete during the semester.  For each quiz (both 
individual and group), you will have 10-15 minutes to complete each quiz.  For those quizzes 
taken during class time, if you arrive after a quiz has started, you will only have the time 
remaining on the quiz clock to complete your quiz. For quizzes you take online, you will have 
points deducted for going over the time allotted for each quiz.  Each quiz will be worth 10 points. 
Only your top 7 highest quiz scores will count toward your grade.  If you miss a quiz for ANY 
reason (including illness and excused travel absences), that quiz will be counted as one of the 
dropped scores. There will be NO make-up quizzes. 
 
For online quizzes please make sure you are using a computer that is on a RELIABLE Internet 
connection. If you are knocked offline while taking a quiz, I may have to clear the quiz before 
another attempt can be made. If this happens, email me immediately, and I will clear your 
attempt. Remember that if you start the quiz with only a few minutes left before it closes, I will 
not be able to clear your response, and you will get a “0” for the attempt. 
 
Group Projects: You will be assigned to a group of five this semester to complete two projects. 
These assignments will be worth a total of 100 possible points (50 per project). For each 
assignment, you must create an infographic on a particular topic (list to be provided) and submit 
it for a group grade. Your final score on the group project will also include a team assessment 
that you must complete on your team members. Grades on these group projects may vary 
depending on how active you are in planning, creating, and submitting the final projects. More 
details on this assignment will be posted on CANVAS and will be discussed in class within 
the first week of the semester. 
  
CANVAS: Students should log onto Canvas ASAP and carefully read all announcements. 
Canvas and student email should be checked DAILY for new announcements or messages. On 
Canvas, you will find lecture outlines, reviews for exams, videos, discussion board posts, and 
much more that will be very helpful for you as you take this course. You will also have quizzes 
posted throughout the semester under the module sections (labeled Quizzes). Announcements 
will be posted when these quizzes are active for you to take. Another helpful tool is that all 
course grades will be in Canvas, so students will be able to view and calculate current 
course grades at any time. 
  
Echo360 (formerly Turning Technology) Clickers:  For this course, you must purchase an 
NXT or QT2 clicker AND create an Echo 360 (Turning Account) with a subscription from 
Echo 360.  This clicker will be used to answer questions during the semester and for taking 
exams. During the semester, you will be responsible for bringing to class the Turning 
Technologies Response Pad (NXT or QT2 Clicker) to answer questions during the lecture and 



take attendance for each class period. At the end of the semester, student responses will be used 
to assign clicker points (15 points). These clickers are also required to take all the exams 
during the semester; without the right clicker, you will not be able to complete the exams. 
  
Make sure to use 
your UT TYLER email (@patriots.uttyler.edu) to create this account. The link is also posted 
under the Modules tab on Canvas. The NXT or QT2 response systems MUST be used to take 
the exams. During regular class time, if you forget your clicker, you can download the app (Point 
Solutions) to use on any Android or iPhone to use as the clicker. 
  
It is your responsibility to remember to bring your clicker to every class.  
  
You will need to make sure to purchase a response pad within the first few days of class. 
 
Attendance/Participation:  Attendance and participation are essential to success in this class. If 
you miss a class, it is your responsibility to contact another student (not the instructor) to get 
notes and other announcements made during class. Your attendance will be recorded by 
answering the clicker questions during each class period. For attempting to answer your 
questions, you will receive points for participating, and at the end of the semester will earn 
participation points (15 points). This will be calculated based on the number of clicker 
questions you were there to attempt. 
 
Academic Integrity:  Students should be aware that absolute academic integrity is expected of 
every student in all undertakings at The University of Texas at Tyler. Failure to comply can 
result in strong university-imposed penalties.  Be forewarned that possessing anything 
containing course content will be considered cheating, whether you refer to it during the 
exam. Also, be aware that TALKING to anyone other than the instructor or proctor during 
an EXAM will automatically be considered cheating.  It does not matter what you were 
talking about. This includes using cell phones (even if they call YOU) or any other electronic 
device that could be used to record test material. Violation of this policy will be considered 
cheating and treated accordingly. Penalties for cheating include anything from a zero on the 
exam or quiz during which the cheating occurred up to an F for the course in question, at the 
instructor's discretion. 
 
Use of an AI Generator such as ChatGPT, iA Writer, MidJourney, DALL-E, etc. is explicitly 
prohibited unless otherwise noted by the instructor. The information derived from these tools is 
based on previously published materials. Therefore, using these tools without proper citation 
constitutes plagiarism. Additionally, be aware that the information derived from these tools is 
often inaccurate or incomplete.

Any assignment found to have been plagiarized or to have used unauthorized AI tools may 
receive a zero and/or be reported for academic misconduct.  
 
Supplemental Instruction (SI):  Group study sessions are offered several times per week and 
are led by specially trained students.  Students who participate in these sessions regularly score 
significantly higher on exams, so attend whenever possible.  Session schedules are posted on 
Canvas and will be announced periodically in a class by your SI Leader.

The "I" may be assigned in place of a grade only when all of the following 
conditions are met: (a) the student has been making satisfactory progress in the course; (b) the student is 
unable to complete all coursework or final exam due to unusual circumstances that are beyond personal 
control and are acceptable to the instructor, and (c) the student presents these reasons before the time that 
the final grade roster is due. The semester credit hours for an Incomplete will not be used to calculate the 
grade point average.  
 
The student and the instructor must submit an Incomplete Form detailing the work required and the time 
by which the work must be completed to their respective department chair or college dean for approval.

The time limit established must not exceed one year. Should the student fail to meet all of the work for 
the course within the time limit, then the instructor may assign zeros to the unfinished work, compute the 
course average for the student, and assign the appropriate grade. If a grade has yet to be assigned within 
one year, then the Incomplete will be changed to an F, or NC. If the course was initially taken under the 
CR/NC grading basis, this may adversely affect the student's academic standing.  
Grade Appeal Policy: Disputes regarding grades must be initiated within sixty (60) days from the date of 
receiving the final course grade by filing a Grade Appeal Form with the instructor who assigned the 
grade. A grade appeal should be used when the student thinks the final course grade awarded does not 
reflect the grades earned on assessments or follow the grading scale as documented in the syllabus. The 
student should provide the rationale for the grade appeal and attach supporting document about the grades 
earned. The form should be sent via email to the faculty member who assigned the grade. The faculty 
member reviews the rationale and supporting documentation and completes the instruction section of the 
form. The instructor should return the form to the student, even if a grade change is made at this level. If 
the student is not satisfied with the decision, the student may appeal in writing to the Chairperson of the 
department from which the grade was issued. In situations where there is an allegation of capricious 
grading, discrimination, or unlawful actions, appeals may go beyond the Chairperson to the Dean or the 
Dean’s designee of the college from which the grade was issued, with that decision being final. The 
Grade Appeal form is found in the Registrar's Form Library.  

NOTE: The Grade Appeal Form is different from the Application for Appeal form submitted to the 
Student Appeals Committee, which does not rule on grade disputes as described in this policy.
