The student and the instructor must submit an Incomplete Form detailing the work required and the time by which the
work must be completed to their respective department chair or college dean for approval. The time limit established must
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not exceed one year. Should the student fail to meet all of the work for the course within the time limit, then the instructor
may assign zeros to the unfinished work, compute the course average for the student, and assign the appropriate grade. If a
grade has yet to be assigned within one year, then the Incomplete will be changed to an F, or NC. If the course was
initially taken under the CR/NC grading basis, this may adversely affect the student's academic standing.
