COMPARATIVE POLITICAL ANALYSIS

SYLLABUS

This course is designed to acquaint the student with the field of Comparative Politics and some
of the most frequently used research techniques within the field. In addition to covering the
history and evolution of the field of Comparative Politics, special emphasis will be placed upon
major approaches to the study of comparative analysis. These approaches will cover cultural,
rational-choice, class, elite, and group studies within the field of Comparative Politics. Major
works from each of these approaches will be discussed and studied.

In addition, the course will focus on political ideologies ranging from populism, traditional
conservatism, fascism to various types of communism while focusing on both advanced
industrialized nations and underdeveloped societies. To do so, the course will focus on Cuba and
Tropical Africa as well as China during the rule of Mao and Italy during the times of Mussolini.

Learning Outcomes:

After successfully completing this course, students should be able to demonstrate:

o familiarity with terminology used to study Political Science and Comparative Politics

e basic knowledge of a variety of approaches used to study governments, politics, and
cultures of other countries

o an understanding of major political ideologies such as communism and fascism

o comprehension of the interrelationships of domestic policies and international events

Research Paper:

Successful completion of a 3-5 page research paper with the topic to be discussed at the end of
the syllabus. The paper will be due on April 9, 2021 and must be uploaded through Canvas.

Each exam, including the final, will be worth 100 points. The exams will consist of essay
questions and short identifications. The research paper is worth an additional 100 points. The
grading scale will be the following:

The Census Date is the deadline for many forms and enrollment actions of which students need
to be aware.

e Submitting Grade Replacement Contracts, Transient Forms, requests to withhold
directory information, approvals for taking courses as Audit, Pass/Fail or Credit/No

e Receiving 100% refunds for partial (There is no refund for these after the Census
Date)

e Schedule adjustments (section changes, adding a new class, dropping without a “W”
grade)

o Being reinstated or re-enrolled in classes after being dropped for non-payment

o Completing the process for tuition exemptions or waivers

Financial Aid State-Mandated Course Drop Policy

Texas law prohibits a student who began college for the first time in Fall 2007 or thereafter from
dropping more than six courses during their entire undergraduate career. This includes courses
dropped at another 2-year or 4-year Texas public college or university. For purposes of this rule,
a dropped course is any course that is dropped after the census date (See Academic Calendar for
the specific date).

Guidelines for Research Paper for POLS 3370
Due: April 9, 2021

Write a three-to-five-page paper on a political party. Your political party can be from anywhere
in the world. It can be a European or American political party. However, if you want to make it
more interesting go ahead and pick a political party from South America, Asia, Australia, or
Africa.

Discuss the history of the party; here mention how and when and why it was created. Then
discuss the issues your party advocates, in other words what kind of policies does your party
favor, and finally focus on the party’s electoral performance. Has your party ever won control of
government, what was its share of the vote and who are its supporters?

Conclude by analyzing your party’s future. Will your party retain/win control over government?
Will it always be a minor third party or might it even disappear in the foreseeable future.

The paper should be three to five pages in length, excluding title page and bibliography.
The font size should be 12-point Times New Roman, and the paper needs to be double spaced.

Use at least three sources and use proper citation styles (MLA, APA and Chicago style
(footnotes or endnotes plus bibliography) are acceptable).
