Withdrawing from Class - Students you are allowed to withdraw (Links to an

Portal (Links to an external site.). Texas law prohibits students who began college
for the first time in Fall 2007 or thereafter from dropping more than six courses
during their entire undergraduate career.

Final Exam Policy: Final examinations are administered as scheduled. If unusual
circumstances require that special arrangements be made for an individual student
or class, the dean of the appropriate college, after consultation with the faculty
member involved, may authorize an exception to the schedule. Faculty members
are required to maintain student final examination papers for a minimum of three
months following the examination date.

Incomplete Grade Policy: If a student, because of extenuating circumstances, is
unable to complete all of the requirements for a course by the end of the semester,
then the instructor may recommend an Incomplete (1) for the course. The "I may
be assigned in lieu of a grade only when all of the following conditions are met: (a)
the student has been making satisfactory progress in the course; (b) the student is
unable to complete all course work or final exam due to unusual circumstances that
are beyond personal control and are acceptable to the instructor; and (c) the student
presents these reasons prior to the time that the final grade roster is due. The
semester credit hours for an Incomplete will not be used to calculate the grade
point average for a student.

The student and the instructor must submit an Incomplete Form detailing the work
required and the time by which the work must be completed to their respective
department chair or college dean for approval. The time limit established must not
exceed one year. Should the student fail to complete all of the work for the course

within the time limit, then the instructor may assign zeros to the unfinished work,
compute the course average for the student, and assign the appropriate grade. If a
grade has not been assigned within one year, then the Incomplete will be changed
to an F, or to NC if the course was originally taken under the CR/NC grading basis.
