5. Measure and analyze the V-I characteristics of bipolar junction transistors.

6. Measure the voltage gain, input impedance, and output impedance of a single-stage common-emitter

amplifier and compare these to theoretical values.

Use modern engineering tools including modeling and simulation software and virtual instruments.

Utilize engineering literature such as technical manuals and product datasheets to select components to

meet experimental or prototype requirements
