» Assignments (including Class Participation and Conduct):  Check class and Canvas
regularly for any announced assignments including Exams according to the topics
covered in lectures. Short lecture videos on each topic or chapter will be posted on
Canvas as announced for review to receive completion grade. Questions involving
knowledge covered in class can be checked if your work is shown to the instructor, but
no solutions will be posted on Canvas. Come prepared to class by reviewing relevant
material, bringing textbook, taking notes, solving problems and participating in
discussions, which are all expected.

» Project: Each student will be assigned a dynamic system for college level competition.
Students collaborate with classmates to form a group (4-5 students) by informing the
instructor no later than 2™ week of classes. Instructor will assign a set of complex
dynamic system project for students to choose from. Each student/group analyzes the
project and simulate the models of the subsystems and system using MATLAB and
Simulink® to then submit technical documentation. The documentation form the project
grade. Instructions on the documentation and project competition will be posted
separately.

Note: Instructions on the written and oral report format/style, grading rubric and peer evaluation
forms will be given separately on Canvas. Late submissions of assignments including project
reports (e.g. if due at 11:59:00 pm, then any time after such as 11:59:30 pm is late) will result in
10% deduction per day (or 24 hours) from the graded score. All late assignments must be submitted
on Canvas by last class day of the semester (before midnight). After that time, all late assignments
will result in automatic grade of zero.

Student Behavior
